Councilor Update:

As I'm sitting here, listening to the rain and watching the grass grow, I'm reminded yet again that
Mother Nature is a smart woman, most of the time. Summer and construction season is upon us
once again. I'll just start with the reminder for everybody to slow down around the construction
crews and to remind our young people and their friends to drive safely on their ATV’s. Please
remind them to be aware of the moving equipment and to obey the flaggers when driving on the
road. We want everyone to be safe and healthy this summer.

[t's been a busy few months with travelling to Ottawa to lobby the Senators, Members of
Parliament and the Leaders of the Parties on Bills C-69 and C-48. It looks like some of the
amendments that were suggested made it into the bills so it looks like they heard some of our
concerns. We'll keep trying to ensure that the Federal Government realizes that the RMWB is an
economic driver. I also attended the FCM conference in Quebec City and met with other municipal
leaders. The topic of conversation seemed to include their thoughts on pipelines and once we
explained that if our product doesn’t make it to tidewater, that it would affect their economic
growth and development, they seemed to understand its not just about us. We’ve got a few public
hearing coming up in July; one is on the definitions of project accommodation and the bylaws
regarding fees for them and depending on how the June 25th meeting went, there could be one on
land acquisition by a church.

Now onto the construction updates:

Draper will be getting the main road from the paved section of Waterways to approximately just
before the s bend paved this year. The actual kilometers that will be done is 3.7 kms. It’s starting
so please have patience with the paving/ road building crews as it will be a pain in the butt.

Saprae Creek has much more going on and I do post on Fridays on the Saprae Creek page when I
get updated. The last update I received before the cutoff for the newsletter was June 21, 2019.
There are 4 underground crews working and they’re moving along nicely on Freestone Way,
Saprae Crescent and Weiss Drive. The rough grade for the ditch work on Community Lane east
will be done this weekend. After the Canada Day long weekend, the sub-contractor will be doing
the final landscape in the ditches of Freestone and Community. Monday (June 24) the base crew
will be starting on Weiss Drive between Spruce Valley Drive and Spruce Valley Gate for the road
rebuild and first coat of pavement.

The lot by lot assessments should almost be done and once the numbers are crunched, we should
have more accurate answers on the Rural Water and Sewer Project. Please everyone be patient,
specific questions can be directed to the PULSE line at 7807437000 as they can get the question to
the right department really quickly.

NEXT STEPS: LOT BY LOT ASSESSMENT

Thank you to all residents who participated in the lot by lot assessment. The information gathered will

be compiled and presented to Council in the fall. The lot by lot assessment process will help support

the proposed on-site service connection plan that was presented on November 27, 2018. This plan
includes how and when residents will be able to pay their service connection fee.

Once the plan is approved, it will be drafted into a by-law for Council’s approval. This means that the
by-law must be read three times in a public meeting for Council’s consideration. The aim of the
proposed on-site service connection plan is to finalize service connection fees and all other aspects
of the program.

This July, the underground crews will have completed work on Sommer Way and moved to Saprae
Crescent, Weiss Drive, and Freestone Way. Crews are starting at one end of the intersection and
moving along to the other end.

Weaver Group Ltd. is completing the sanitary pipeline system along Saprae Creek Trail, A Frame
Road and the south area of Sol Park Drive. Equipment is in the area, and minimal disruptions to the
community are anticipated.

Notices will be going out to residents as construction progresses to inform you of road closures,
detours, and temporary driveway blockages. During construction, we are working in close
cooperation with emergency services to ensure your safety is cared for. We thank you for your
patience and consideration while we continue to make improvements to the Saprae Creek Estates
community.

Hearing to take place on Tuesday, July 9, 2019 at 1:00 p.m. in the Jubilee Centre Council Chamber, Fort
McMurray, regarding the following:

Bylaw No. 19/018 —Amendment to Land Use Bylaw No. 99/059 to provide better regulatory oversight
for project accommodations.

Bylaw No. 19/018 proposes new provisions to better regulate project accommodations in the region to
provide more robust direction to the Development Authority when reviewing development permit
applications for project accommodations. The proposed amendments update relevant definitions and
introduce provisions to the identification of appropriate locations, duration of the permit approval and
application submission criteria.

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Do you know there is a tax sub-class for rural small businesses that could

save you money?

Your current property tax notice doesn’t reflect the rural non-residential
small business tax rate. Eligible properties must apply every year to
receive this rate. Eligibility requirements are available online.

Applications will be accepted until December 31, 2019. Regardless of the
status of your application, property taxes are due June 28, 2019.

If you qualify for the rural non-residential tax sub-class after June 28, you
will receive a credit on your account, or you may apply to receive the credit
via cheque.

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Safety Tips:

Cross Safely: Mom was right; look both ways before crossing any street. Make eye contact with
any drivers who may be turning. Give them a wave. Make sure they see you

Walk Single File: Unless you are on a sidewalk separated from the road or a wide bike lane, you
should walk in single file. This is especially important on a road with many curves, where traffic
has only a split-second chance of seeing you before hitting you. While it can be enjoyable to walk
down the road two to three abreast chatting merrily, drivers don’t expect it and you may lose your
best buddies.

Stay Aware of Bikes and Runners: Share the road and path with bikes and runners. Bike riders
should alert you when approaching from behind with a bike bell or a “passing on the left/right.”
Listen for them, and move to walk single file, allowing them to pass safely. Runners should also
call out for passing. Bike-walker collisions can result in broken bones or head injuries for either,
or you aren’t wearing a helmet.

Be Visible: Wear bright colors when walking in daytime. When walking at night, were light-
colored clothing and reflective clothing or a reflective vest to be visible. Drivers are often not
expecting walkers to be out after dark, and you need to give them every chance to see you, even at
the street crossings that have crossing signals. Be just as cautions at dawn or twilight, as drivers
still have limited visibility or may even have the setting or rising sun directly in their eyes.

Hang Up and Eyes Up Chatting or texting while talking is a dangerous as doing those things
while driving. You are distracted and not as aware of your environment. You are less likely to
recognize traffic danger, passing joggers and bikers or tripping hazards. Potential criminals may
also see you as a distracted easy target.
