Principles, and the Final Report containing 94 Calls to Action, and the RMWB’s 2021 report 
responding to the TRC.

Reviewing the 46 Articles in the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, 

Reading the 231 Calls to Justice in the National Inquiry into Missing and Murdered 
Indigenous Women and Girls’ Final Report and recognizing the National Day of Awareness for 
Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women, Girls and Two-Spirit People annually on May 5 and 
Sisters in Spirit Day on October 4. 

Actively promoting and participating in National Indigenous Peoples Day on June 21, and 
National Indigenous History Month in June.

Being a good ally
